Fee Payments

Students are to refer to the ‘Student Escrow Confirmation with Payment Schedule’ and abide by it.
Registration fees are to be paid upon application.
Non-Tuition fees are due prior to the commencement of course.

Instalment payments are available, subject to the payment schemes available. Any instalment payments
shall be due on the date(s) agreed with the school.

Withdrawals and Refund Policy

All applications for course withdrawal and refunds must be in writing and supported by the necessary
documents.

The date of notification is the date when written notice is received by the school. Proof of postage by the
student is not proof of receipt by the school.

Withdrawal with Cause

The Student is entitled to withdraw from the Course and apply for a full refund, by giving written notice to
IDIS of his/her intention to do so under the following circumstances:

- IDIS is unable to provide the course for which the student has applied for;
- IDIS fails to commence the Course on the Commencement Date;

- IDIS fails to complete the Course by the Completion Date;

- IDIS terminates the Course for any reason prior to the completion of the Course; or International
applicant is unable to obtain a student pass to study in Singapore.

All applications for deferments (postponement of the date of the course of your intended study) must be
lodged in writing to the school. The date of notification is the date when the application is received by the
school. Proof of postage by the student is not proof of receipt by the school.

An applicant, who has signed up for a course but is unable to join on the commencement date, is allowed to
defer the course for a maximum period of ONE year starting from the date of enrolment. After the one year
grace period, the applicant will have to re-enrol and pay the registration fee and deposit again.

For current students who wish to defer their next course module, the ONE year grace period begins from
the commencement date of the deferred module.

Students deferring studies will enrol under tuition fees in effect at the time of their re-enrolment. Application
for deferment will only be accepted upon the completion of a module.

Deferments are granted at the sole discretion of the school and will be considered on a case-to-case basis.
The school is not responsible for difficulties arising from a student’s voluntary variation of class schedule.

English Language Requirement

Students are required to achieve the following minimum proficiency in English Language :
- GCE ‘O’ level English = minimum C6
- IELTS = minimum 6.0*
- TOEFL = minimum 550*
* Test result achieved within the last 1 year

If the above proficiency level is not achieved or students do not have evidence of their level of proficiency,
then they will be required to attend the English Program course program at Inspiration Design International
School (IDIS).

Students are advised to attend classes regularly and punctually. There will be no remedial classes
conducted for absent students.

Student pass holders are required by the Immigration & Checkpoints Authority (ICA) to achieve at least 90%
class attendance per month. Failure to do so may lead to the student pass being terminated.

Non-student pass holders are required to achieve at least 80% of class attendance per month. Failure to do
so may lead to the student having to repeat an entire module, and / or eventually lead to a notice of
expulsion.

Students who are medically unfit to attend class must obtain a medical certificate (MC) from a registered
medical practitioner, and submit it to the school’s administration department.

Students are allowed to apply for leave of absence for up to a max period of two weeks within a year only.
Subject to lecturer/Academic Advisor’s approval.

Application of leave must be submitted one month advance unless in emergency cases.

There is two week break scheduled between modules, please refer to course schedule.

6. Academic Requirements

The Graduation Exhibition is part of the School’s curriculum and is mandatory for all graduating students.
Students who fail to participate in the exhibition shall be deemed not to have completed their course of
study.

The Graduation Ceremony is a compulsory event for all graduating students. The school has the right to
withhold the issuance of documents (testamurs and academic transcripts) to students who fail to attend the
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ceremony, unless a valid reason is provided. If a student is unable to attend the event, he / she may appoint
a representative to collect the documents on his / her behalf. An authorisation letter with a photocopy of the
student’s NRIC / Passport is required.

Examinations and Assessments

Students who are permitted to do re-submissions must register for re-submissions within 2 weeks of their
last assessment. Students who fail to register for re-submissions within 3 months will need to register for a
new examination. The student will meet all re-submission and examination costs.

Students are eligible for examinations provided the following conditions are fulfilled:
- Fulfilled all the requirements of the course.
- Fulfilled all financial obligations to the school.

Students may be barred from taking an examination under the following circumstances:

- Fails to fulfil the required minimum class attendance of 90% for student pass holders & 80% for non-
student pass holders.

- Have not fulfilled all the course requirements.
- Have not fulfilled all financial obligations to the school.

- The student is deemed to have brought disrepute to the school through his/her actions and/or
behaviour.

A student may have his/her certification withheld/withdrawn under the following circumstances:
- Plagiarism of assessment works is suspected.

- Behaviour/actions that is deemed to tarnish the reputation or may threaten to bring disrepute to the
school.

- Failure to attend the school graduation ceremony without a valid reason.

Professional Design Practice/Student Industry Attachment

Students who fail to achieve 60-69% (Credit) in Module 4/ Project 1 will not qualify to participate in the
professional Design Practice/ student Industry Attachment. He/she will be assigned a special project to
complete with satisfactory results. He/She must meet the academic requirements of the project to
successfully pass the Professional Design Practice.
